 A written document with an MOA/MOU signed and submitted to M of Ed 
Recognizes and respects the traditional territory it resides and serves in 
Defines aboriginal student success for school aged children enrolled in SD#22 
It includes everyone in the process and delivery at all levels, continuously     

   (SD#22, students, parents, aboriginal communities) 
It hears and ☺ listens to everyone’s experiences 
It directly recognizes and acknowledges the importance of culture, language, and  

   academics for aboriginal students 
It is supported by Aboriginal Targeted Funds to administer, cultivate, enhance,  

   and guide it 
It builds on existing success and defines new ones 
It is unique, custom built, and perennial 
It is a commitment for today and beyond 
It actualizes aboriginal achievement    WHAT IS IT IS NOT 

It is not more work for teachers  
It is not the sole responsibility of the  

 Aboriginal Programs department and its staff  
It is not a top-down process  

It is not a hard process ~ it is easy  
because it’s based on our love of working with children
