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Student Application Process
Students need to complete a Participant Application form which consists of the following:

1. 200 word  processed paragraph

2. General information sheet (name, age, address etc.)

3. Traveler’s Agreement form

4. Parent’s Understanding form

5. Conditional Acceptance form

6. Informed Parent Consent form
Student applications will all be reviewed by the chaperones and consultation will also occur with the administration and staff.

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Tour Eligibility (Who can come?)

Students must be:

1. In either grade 10, 11 or 12 in the 2012/2013 school year.

2. Enrolled in a second language (Spanish or French).

3. In good standing with the school (behaviour and academic).

4. In the eyes of the chaperones, administration and staff is an individual who is deemed to be responsible and trustworthy.

5. If at any point prior to departure the student is deemed to have become a liability or violated the FULTON code of conduct, they shall be removed from the trip.

6. In the event that we have too many acceptable candidates, priority will be given to students enrolled in senior French and Spanish (grade 11+12).

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Payment Method

EF offers a monthly payment plan called AutoPay.
Participants pay EF directly with either their credit card or bank account.  Payment per month is based on total amount owed to EF and divided by number of months before final payment is due (25 days prior to departure).  Payment is made automatically the last Wednesday of every month. 

Applicants will write one check to FULTON for the amount of $170 to cover school end costs.  This amount is due with the application form, but will not be cashed until accepted.
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Regular EF Payment Schedule
1. With your registration with EF Tours you need to pay your $99 non-refundable deposit which goes directly to the total amount owed to EF.
2. One month after registration you need to pay EF $700.

3. 99 days prior to departure you need to pay the balance.
EF will send you an invoice to remind you when to pay and how much is due.

PLEASE NOTE: This amount does not include the $170 that is attached to the application, or the $50 that is to be brought on the trip for extra excursions.
