Objectives of English 12:

-to be able to excel on the provincial exam at the end of the course;

-to be prepared for first year of college and how to succeed there.

8. Shakespeare – Hamlet and Othello
9. Play writing

10. Literary analysis essay writing

11. Poetry skills: understanding, terms, types, rhyme, and rhythm

12. Provincial Exam review

Evaluation of the Class:

20%..........General: homework, participation, group presentations
These marks will comprise the final course mark earned by the student to a total of 60% of the total final mark.  The Provincial Final exam will be worth 40%.

Expectations of the student:
