English 12 - Essay writing
Objectives:


- the students will understand various styles of essays


- the students will be able to write in a variety of styles


- the students will be able to recognize the style used in essays that they read


- the students will be able to imitate various styles as they develop their own personal style

Steps of the Unit:

1. Essay introduction:  “Guns.  We’ll need lots of guns” (Neo in The Matrix) or, more appropriately, “Tools.  We’ll need lots of tools.” (Some random carpenter guy…building something)
2. Reading of magazines, newspapers, anthologies with professional writers

3. Introduction of various styles of expository essays

4. Group work to find and analyze an essay with one style per group

5. Write one essay per week for five weeks on a topic given.  A different style must be used each week.  At the end of 5 weeks, one essay will be taken to good copy and handed in along with the 5 rough copies.
